Attendance and participation grading rubric

Attendance — You can receive up to 10 points toward your final grade for attendance. | will
multiply the percentage of classes you attended by ten.

Participation — You can receive up to 15 points toward your final grade for participation. I will
grade participation each week on a three-point scale (below) and will multiply your average
score by five.

3 (exceptional) | Student contributes thoughtfully to class discussions, building on what
others have said and integrating experiences or insights from elsewhere.
Contributions convey having engaged with the readings. Student’s body
language consistently communicates attention and engagement.

2 (satisfactory) | Occasional contributions to class discussions that engage modestly with
what others have said. It is not clear that the student has worked with the
readings. Body language often indicates lack of engagement.

1 (inadequate) | Extremely rare contributions to class discussion that do not engage with
ideas introduced by others. Student has clearly not spent time with the
readings. Frequently distracted by electronic devices.
